From the East: Follow I-90 west, take Exit 32 and follow the Bayfront Connector to State Street, take State
Street south to race area near 4th and State.  From the West: Follow I-90 east, take Exit 22B and follow I-79
North, continue on Bayfront Highway to State Street, take State Street south to race area near 4th and State.

From the South: Follow I-79 North into Erie, continue on Bayfront Highway to State Street, take State Street
south to race area near 4th and State.
